2009 The Pink Possum 

Cabernet Sauvignon Rosé 

Blewitt Springs, McLaren Vale  

 

The vineyard for this exciting new wine style is located on a south 

east facing sandy hill in Blewitt Springs, McLaren Vale. It is a single 

vineyard rosé, made according to the traditional method used in the 

Provence region in France. The soils are weathered and leached, con-

sisting of a shallow layer of grey sand overlaying red loam that grades 

into clay.  

These small bunch Cabernet Sauvignon grapes were harvested just 

prior to optimum ripeness to capture all the fine delicate fruit fla-

vours. Vinification was conducted with minimal skin contact.  

Vibrant salmon pink, the bouquet is floral with strawberries, rose 

petals and Turkish delight. 

The palate is tight and crisp, with flavours of dried pears, cherries 

and strawberries. The wine has a long and pleasant creamy finish 

with mineral undertones.
